Please indicate this situation on the
application form. Please provide as detailed information as possible on the enclosed form about your
reasons for seeking financial aid. All information provided will be treated as confidential. Financial Aid
applications are due by the date listed on the Course Brochure. The Shepherd's Staff Scholarship Com-
mittee meets immediately after the due date.

The criteria that must be met in order for consideration are as follows:

A The course you are taking must be approved by the National Association of the Catechesis of the
Good Shepherd. The course contact person will know if the course is approved or not. You may also go
to the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd website www.cgsusa.org.

A You must fill out ALL sections of the application. Incomplete applications will not be considered

A If you do not finish the full training you agree to reimburse the Shepherd's Staff Scholarship fund

the full amount of the scholarship you received within 1 month of the start date of the training
missed.
